There are four choices of programs for those attending. They are:

A. Attend National Board Meeting as an observer.

B. Attend NAM (National Adult Meeting). The theme for this meeting is “Working with Like-Minded Organiza-
tions”. One youth age 16-25 yrs is needed to “chaperone” the adults.

C. National Youth Board Meeting. Four youth (aged 13-25) can sign up to attend. 1f more than four sign up, they
will be put on a waiting list until extra positions open up. All Youth 18 and under must have an ALIF form. A copy must
accompany registration and the original goes to the Chaperone. A TWAL form (http://support.cisvusa.org/forms.html)
needs to be filled out for those 18 and under, if not traveling with the Chaperone. It needs to be given to the trans-
porter. There will be an adult Chaperone attending all sessions and activities.

D. National Leadership Training. 8:00 pm on Friday, Oct. 27 till 3:00 pm on Sunday, Oct. 29. This is open to any
interested party. Register at www.cisvuniversity.org . Keep in mind that you MUST complete Local Leadership Training
before attending. You will then be certified as an Adult Leader for 2 years. Please remember that all expenses in-
curred for this program are the participants responsibility.
